This terms’ work sets out to develop pupils’ knowledge
of space, the impact of human activity on earth and
why we have day and night.

Pupils will:

e  Explore the Earth, moon and sun alongside
the planets, experiencing the differences.

e  Pupils should learn that the sun us a star at
the centre of our solar system and that it has
8 planets.

e Understand Earth’s rotation around the sun to
describe day and night.

e Be able to communicate how there are only
limited resources on Earth and why recycling
is so important.

e  Predict the impact of human activity on the
Earth.

e  Describe the movement of the moon relative
to the Earth.

Building on our work in term 1, we will delve deeper
into the topic to understand the composition of the
earth and extend our knowledge on climate change.

other stars in our galaxy and other galaxies.

e Investigate the seasons and Earth’s tilt, day
length at different times of year, in a different
hemisphere.

We will learn about
the different careers of people that work in hospitals.

The unit is designed so that learners can
concentrate on applying skills that they may have
previously learnt as well as those learnt in the
unit. Learners are given clear tasks for which
they need to first plan and then implement a
solution. A rubric is used to help learners focus on
specific aspects of their work.

Learners will be
introduced to the terms ‘templates’, ‘orientation’,
and 'placeholders’ and begin to understand how
these can support them in making their own
template for a magazine front cover.
